Legend of Richard and Albina 
	Once upon a time, King Tristan of England saved the life of a little boy while hunting. The boy's mother was killed by a bear. The child was named Richard Bear Paw and was raised at the royal court along with the King's daughter, Albina. When the child grew up, he fell in love with Albina. Nevertheless, he did not have enough courage to ask the King for her hand. Instead, Richard persuaded her to run away with him to the place where Angel Mountain stands today. They built a strong castle on Angel Mountain. Albina's kindness and clemency soon won the hearts of the local people who began calling her Angel and the castle Angel Mountain.
Regardless of her many good deeds, Albina was not able to ease her conscience. She felt the burden of her guilt growing heavier and heavier and she wished to be reconciled with her father. Richard would have nothing of their return and he treated the lady of the castle more and more irritably and coarsely. After a long search and guided by a clairvoyant, King Tristan finally found the refuge of the escapees and he set out to the castle with his army to free his daughter. Scouts advised the King that Albina wished to reconcile with her father, but Richard was stopping her from doing so.
Angry Tristan besieged the castle with his army. When Richard saw that the castle would not hold, he tried to poison Albina with wine. As chance would have it, he switched the cups and fell dead to the ground. Tristan forgave his daughter and took Albina and her children back to England with him. A reliable chamberlain looked after the castle after their departure.
Horní hrad – Upper Castle
Legend of the Killed Youth 
Recent history has been concealed by the 13th century castle walls. The dead body of a young man with a deep wound on the top of his head was found under the windows of the southern palace in front of the knight's hall a couple of years ago. The wound could not have been caused by a fall. The young man lived in a nearby village and he used to spend a lot of time at the deserted castle. He allegedly protected the castle from being looted by wild tramps, vandals, and scroungers coming from near and far. Were his voluntary services fatal? Who knows....
He used to ride to the castle on his motorbike and this was found in fields far away from the castle after his death. It is certain, however, that cats frequently gathering in the southern palace flee the castle with harrowing shrieks on certain nights without any obvious reason. Some of the helpers who often spent the night at the castle told others of their nightmares and restless sleep the next day.
Some people claim that they heard footsteps echoing through the several floor high stone stairways. When they call out to find out who is wandering around the castle at such a late hour, the only answer is the echo of their voice.
Horní Slavkov
Legend of the Kobold 
The hereditary adit was tunnelled upon the order of the owner of the Bečov demesne, Kašpar Pluh, in 1539 for the purpose of draining the mines in the Slavkov and Krásno mining district. People who later disappeared without a trace were often seen entering Pluh's Adit. A miner once saw a stranger enter the adit so he called out: "God speed!" although he did not receive any reply.
The stranger dressed as a typical miner disappeared into the rock with a dark rumbling noise and the man, scared out of his wits, fell so ill that he only came round only after a couple days. He then told everyone of his encounter with the mighty ruler of the underworld, the Kobold.
The hereditary adit of Kašpar Pluh is located near Horní Slavkov. Its mouth can be found approximately 1.5 kilometres left of the road in the direction from Loket. In its time, the adit belonged to the longest Czech and European workings. In 1655, it reached its ultimate length of 5.9 kilometres.
Hřebeny
Legend of the Brave Castle Virgin 
At the time of the Hussite Wars, the Lord of Hartenberg took the field against the Hussites, never to return to the castle. He left behind his daughter Zdeňka – a fair and courageous maiden, as proud as her father. By and by, the Hussite army gathered around Hartenberg Castle. The maiden Zdeňka decided to defend the castle; she sent valorous men to the bulwark and ordered the drawbridge to be raised. The brave maiden succeeded in defending the castle against the Hussite warriors commanded by the hetman Petřík. It was no wonder because "hart" means hard and the defenders of the castle were indeed hard to defeat. The castle long resisted the enemy and the Hussites therefore decided to starve its inhabitants to death. When only one smoked leg of pork was left in the chimney, the proud maiden Zdeňka appeared at the tower yelling at the Calixtins that they were wasting their time by attempting to starve the castle out and she threw the last leg of pork at the furious besiegers. To avoid needless bloodshed, she resolved to let the army in the castle on condition that her people would be free to leave. The Hussite hetman agreed providing that Zdeňka would await him at the castle. The defenders took all jewellery and gold and set out toward the west. Meanwhile, Zdeňka was waiting in a castle cellar. Upon entering the cellar, hetman Petřík was instantly paralysed with amazement. Before him stood the lady of the castle in a spectacular gown. She was standing in the middle of the arched cellar with a blazing torch in her hand, which was pointing to a barrel with gunpowder. Just as the hetman yelled at the maiden to halt, a deafening clamour stormed into the cellar from the outside. Chaos and turmoil broke out beyond the castle walls as long-awaited help finally arrived at the castle and the Hussites beat a retreat.
Hartenberg or Hřebeny Castle is a medieval castle built on a steep spur above the Svatava River. It was later rebuilt into a chateau. The Lords of Hartenberg are first denoted in historical resources in the 13th century. Historical records also indicate that the castle was won and plundered by the Hussite hetman Jakoubek of Vřesovice in 1426 during the Hussite Wars.
Sokolov
The Tale of Knight Šebestián 
At the time of the crusades, a knight called Šebestián (Sebastian) lived along the upper Ohře River. He took part in an expedition against the Turks who were making it difficult for pilgrims to reach the Sepulchre in the Holy Land. When the Knight Šebestián returned to his homeland after many years, he found his keep burnt to ashes and the unkempt grave of his wife and child. The knight kneeled, prayed, and decided to leave this place that brought bitter memories of his lost loved ones. He set out along the river and after walking through a meadow valley, he arrived at the confluence of the Ohře and Svatava Rivers. He built a shack in the deserted woods and earned his livelihood by fishing, hunting game and collecting honey from wild bees. The noblemen of Loket often went hunting in the surrounding woods with trained falcons. The hard-bitten knight was also a skilled healer. For this reason, many people from the surrounding Slavic villages came to him. A settlement soon grew around the knight's log house where huntsmen trained falcons. The settlement was named Sokolov (German: Falkenau) after the falcons and an image of a falcon also appeared on the later coat-of-arms of the town.
Chyše
The Elixir of Youth and the Makropulos Case 
Karel Čapek found his first job at the Chyše Chateau where he was hired by the Lažanský family as a private tutor in 1917. His stay at the chateau significantly inspired his literary work. Most of Čapek's works inspired by his stay at Chyše Chateau are based on the events experienced by him during his stay. One of his works, i.e. The Makropulos Case, is based on an old legend passed down by the castle servants from generation to generation. A friend of his, Jiří Foustka, joined Karel Čapek at the chateau to work as a private P.E. teacher – to put it in simple words. One day, they were walking through the castle and they discovered a third room in the tower. It was accessible only from the attic but it offered a remarkable view of the countryside. They asked the old count's permission to let them move into the room for a few days. One of the maids, Mařenka Havránková, who allegedly had taken a fancy to Karel Čapek who in turn returned her affection, asked him: "Are you not afraid of staying in the tower, Doctor?" As Čapek did not know why he should be afraid, the maid told him the legend of the chateau pertaining to the times of the reign of Emperor Rudolf II. The legend was about a ghost of a noble lady haunting the chateau. Yearning for eternal youth and immortality, she drank an elixir of eternal life. Naturally, she died of old age, yet her spirit could not find peace due to the magical elixir. Her spirit had been haunting the smaller chateau tower where she once lived.  
In case the story is true, the noblewoman yearning for immortality belonged to the first inhabitants of Chyše Chateau rebuilt from the older castle in Renaissance style by Mikuláš of Lobkovicz.
Karlovy Vary
Tale of Linhart the Hermit  
According to legend, the fabled hermit Linhart settled in the woods near Karlovy Vary in the 12th century. It is said that he came to the area from far away Italy as a penitent sinner named Leonardo whose selfishness caused the death of an innocent girl. Linhart spent the remainder of his life in the present-day recess in the woods, attempting to rectify his crime through minor good turns. He became a sought-after wise man and healer. He used Karlovy Vary thermal waters and herbs for curing ailing people, as well as animals. His hermitage was the predecessor of the Church of St. Leonard.
Skalná – Vildštejn
Witch or White Lady? 
If you visit Vildštejn Castle you ought to see the castle crypt where a woman's skull and a few other bones discovered during the demolition of the castle chimney were laid to rest. The skeleton remains were found in a box, which also contained a glass flask, a few blades of grass and a fishing hook. Some people living below the castle believed the skeleton remains might belong to one of the daughters of the Trautenberg family, which owned the castle. The daughter was quite unsightly, she was familiar with the power of herbs, and she made all sorts of herbal potions and ointments. She mysteriously disappeared one day and was never found. Other people told stories of a White Lady roaming through the castle on clear nights. She never harmed anyone and those who saw her solemnly swore that she looked quite unhappy. Even today, we can still find enough people in the village of Skalná who will swear that they really seen the White Lady...
Vildštejn Castle represents the most wholly preserved Romanesque castle in the district of Cheb. It was founded in the 1200s. The castle acquired its present-day appearance over the course of the 15th and 16th century. It is now in private hands and part of the castle premises were refurbished as a medieval banqueting hall.
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
